You will need to reapply, which means filling out the 2012 application in your 

meal box.  You must bring it with you in February to pick up your meal box.   

 Tips:  Because you are on a fixed income, always remember to ask for a  

senior discount when you are shopping or in a restaurant.  For example, Ross 

stores give a 10% senior discount every Tuesday.  Many stores and restaurants  

offer senior discounts everyday or at least one day each week, even if they don’t 

advertise it.  Senior discounts are also available for services like transportation and 

insurance.  To receive additional discounts, apply for an AARP card and a  

California RX Card at CVS pharmacies or online at Californiarxcard.com.  Always 

ask your doctor for the generic version of your medication; this can save you big 

$$$$ on your prescription costs.  Don’t forget to clip COUPONS!  They add up.
